CONSTITUTION OF THE ASSOCIATED STUDENTS OF GUALT HALL

PREAMBLE

We, the students residing in Gault Hall, do here by establish this Constitution for the residents of Gault Hall.

ARTICLE I

NAME

The Associated Students of Gault Hall, hereafter referred to as Gault Hall.

ARTICLE II

MEMBERSHIP

All residents of Gault Hall and all students who pay membership dues shall be subject to all the rules and regulations set forth by this Constitution, and shall have the right to enjoy all privileges provided by this constitution.

ARTICLE III

OFFICERS

Section 1) The officers of Gault Hall shall be President, Vice President, Secretary, Social Chairman, Intramural Manager, Historian, Public Relations Chair, and Sergeant-at-Arms. The Officers shall be elevated by and from the membership of Gault Hall and must remain in residence during their terms of office.

Section 2) The officers shall comprise the Executive Board (E-Board)

ARTICLE IV

ELECTIONS

Section 1) Prospective nominees for office must fulfill all of the following requirements for their prospective office:

a) All officers must maintain a 2.5 minimum semester GPA during their term of office, and can have a (1) semester probationary period to get it back up.
b) The President and Vice President shall have successfully completed twenty-six (26) semester credits (sophomore standing) prior to assuming office.

c) Executive officers (President and Vice President) must reside in a residence hall system at least one semester prior to assuming office, unless the office has been vacant for three (3) weeks.

Section 2) Nominations shall be taken from the floor at a general hall meeting, or see an officer twenty-four hours prior to the meeting. All nominations must be accepted one week prior to elections except for extenuating circumstances. In such case, nominations and the election may be held in the same hall meeting.

Section 3) All officers shall be elected by receiving the most votes cast at the general election. This election shall be held in the last month of each semester. New officers will take office at the beginning of each semester and serve until the swearing in of the new officers.

Section 4) All elections for officers shall be by secret ballot in a general election. Voting shall take place during a regular working day or at a booth set up in the lobby of the hall.

Section 5) If for any reason an officer (except the President) can no longer fulfill the requirements of his/her office, the next highest vote receiver will take over that office.

Section 6) If the presidency should become vacant, the Vice President shall assume the presidency. The Vice Presidency shall be filled as stated in Section 5 of this article.

Section 7) Any officer may be impeached if it can be shown that he/she is in conscious violation of this constitution or by-laws and/or if petitions with thirty signatures are presented to the E-board and posted requesting this action. The officer shall be entitled to defend himself/herself at a hall meeting. There must be at least fifty-one (51) signatures from hall members to impeach the officer.

Section 8) Provisions shall be made on all ballots for the election of an officer on a write-in basis. All write-in candidates must be in compliance with Article III and IV of this constitution to hold the position.

ARTICLE V

OFFICER’S DUTIES

Section 1) The President shall perform and be responsible for but not limited to the following:

a) He/she shall call all meeting of Gault Hall and preside at those meetings as provided in Article VII of this constitution.

b) He/she shall be responsible for the proper execution of all departments provided for under this constitution.

c) He/she shall be the hall’s official representative.

d) He/she shall sign for all billings at the housing office or may delegate the authority to the Vice President.

e) He/she has the power to determine how many social chairs they deem necessary.

f) He/she reserves the right to delegate authority where they deem necessary.

Section 2) The Vice President shall perform and be responsible for but not limited to the following:

a) He/she shall assist the President and assume all duties in the absence of the President.

b) He/she shall be hall representative for the GDI week committee and for Spring Fling.

c) He/she shall be hall representative for the food service committee.

d) He/she shall receive and expend all moneys in accordance with this constitution

e) He/she shall pay all bills and collect hall dues and receipts.

f) He/she shall hold the cash box.

g) He/she shall make reports to the President and to the members of the hall.

Section 3)  The Secretary shall be responsible for but not limited to the following:

a) He/she shall take the minutes at all hall and E-board meetings or appoint someone in his/her absence. these minutes may be read at the next hall meeting.

b) He/she shall comprise the hall roster at the beginning of each semester.

c) He/she shall record all revisions to the constitution.

d) He/she shall make all necessary hall correspondence.

Section 4) The Social Chairman shall be responsible for but not limited to the following:

a) The arrangement and implementation of all social events.

b) Communications with other halls or groups.

c) Arrangements of any little sister program.

d) Formulation of a party guest list and/or distribution of tickets.

e) Organizations of a door watch and the party and the clean up afterwards.

Section 5) The Intramural Manager shall be responsible for but not limited to the following:

a) Gault Hall’s athletic program and equipment.

b) Posting notices of upcoming events in time for sign ups and keeping the hall informed on intramural standings.

c) He/she shall be the hall’s representative at the campus manager’s meeting or appoint a substitute in his absence.

Section 6) The Historian shall be responsible for but not limited to the following:

a) Being in attendance at all of the Gault Hall’s activities or appointing someone to be present in his absence.

b) Recording and taking pictures of said activities for the records of Gault Hall.

Section 7) The Public Relations Chair shall be responsible for but not limited to the following:

a) Attending the Public Relations Chair meetings of RHA or appointing someone to attend in his absence.

b) Being responsible for the publicity of Gault Hall.

Section 8) The Sergeant-at-Arms shall be responsible for but not limited to the following:

a) Knocking on doors and asking people to attend hall meetings and hall activities.

b) Keeping order at hall meetings and hall activities.

Section 9) The Community Service Chair shall be responsible for but not limited to the following:

a) Attending all scheduled Community Service meetings of appointing someone to attend in his absence.

b) Schedule and plan at least one Community Service project per semester.

ARTICLE VI


EXECUTIVE BOARD

Section 1) The administration body of Gault Hall shall be the E-Board (comprised of the hall officers) and shall be chaired by the president.

Section 2) The E-board shall be responsible for proper execution of this constitution and all hall activities.

Section 3) The E-board shall have the power to impose fines and other disciplinary actions.

Section 4) Anyone accused of non-compliance shall be brought before the E-board one week after written notice. The accused shall have the right to defend himself/herself and bring forth witnesses. He/she shall also have the right to remain silent before the hearing, however, he/she must answer all questions polled of him/her at the hearing.

Section 6) The E-board shall have the power to establish a “Table of Violations” which shall detail disciplinary actions for failure to comply with the constitution, by laws, and any regulations, set forth by Gault Hall. The table of violations shall be made public and is subject to approval by the members at a general meeting.

ARTICLE VII

MEETINGS

Section 1) Meetings shall be held once a week or as deemed necessary by the E-board. Special meetings may be called at eth discretion of the President or by petition of ten percent of the hall. Notice of the meetings shall be posted twenty four hours prior to the meeting if possible.

ARTICLE VIII

RATIFICATION

Section 1) This constitution shall be in full effect the semester following a two-thirds majority cast by the members attending the meeting.
