Houston Hall Constitution

	We the students of the University of Idaho residing in the Houston Hall, in order to attain greater unity among ourselves for the purpose of self-government, promotion of high scholarship, and stimulation of all Hall. Residence Hall Association, ad University activities, and with a knowledge of the mutual benefits to be derived from cooperation ordain this constitution for the organization of Houston Hall.

ARTICLE I – Name and Purpose

Section 1. The name of the organization shall be Houston Hall.
Section 2. The purpose of this organization shall be to promote greater unity among ourselves, to promote responsible self-government, and participation in Hall, RHA, and University activities.

ARTICLE II – Membership

Section 1. All women living on the second floor of Ballard wing in the Wallace Complex are members of Houston Hall.

ARTICLE III – Officers

Section 1. The general offices of Houston Hall shall be: President, Vice President, Secretary, Social Chairperson, Intramural Chairperson, Community Service and Birthday Chairperson currently residing on Hall.
Section 2. The President and all our officers must have a GPA of at least a 2.5.

ARTICLE IV – Duties of Officers

Section 1. President:
	Clause A:   Call and preside over all hall meetings.
	Clause B:   Call meetings of the Executive Board.
	Clause C:   Be the official representative of Houston Hall at all RHA meetings.
	Clause D:   Has the authority to form committees.
	Clause E:   Be responsible for the proper election of all articles of the constitution.
	Clause F:   Must attend their committee assigned by the RHA.
	Clause G:  Serve for 1 full academic year.
	Clause H:  Act in accordance with all University and Housing policies.

Section 2. Vice President:
	Clause A:   Take over on case of the President’s absence or disability.
	Clause B:   Shall represent the Hall at their committee assigned by the RHA.
	Clause C:    Keep an account of all expenditures and pay all bills.
	Clause D:   Make a financial report at the weekly Hall meetings.
	Clause E:   Will make the hall records of expenditures available to any member of the Hall who wishes to see them, and shall inform members where and how dues are spent.
	Clause F:   Shall attend all Vice President’s meetings.
Section 3.  Secretary:
	Clause A:   Keep and post the minutes of all meetings of the Hall.
	Clause B:   Keep and publish a list of the officers and members of the Hall.
	Clause C:   Be responsible for keeping the Hall scrapbook up to date and taking pictures at Hall functions.
	Clause D:   Make scrapbook available to hall members to see.

Section 4.  Social Chairperson:
	Clause A:   Be responsible for planning and implementing all Hall social activities on and off the Hall.
	Clause B:   Have the power to appoint a committee to help in any activity.
	Clause C:   Has the option to attend the Social Chair Committee meetings.

Section 5.  Intramural Chairperson:
	Clause A:   Be responsible for informing the Hall of all intramural events at Hall meetings.
	Clause B:   Be responsible for direct relations with the intramural office concerning team, deposits, equipment, and rules.

Section 6.  Community Service Chairperson:
	Clause A:   Be responsible for coordination at least one community service event per semester.
	Clause B: Have the option to attend the Community Service Committee meetings.

Section 7. Birthday Chairperson:
	Clause A:   Keep and update the hall list of birthdays and room numbers.
	Clause B:   Recognize all birthdays for the school year and the summer.

ARTICLE V – Executive Board:

Section 1. The Executive Board shall be composed of all Hall officers.
Section 2. The Executive Board shall act as an advisory board to the President.
Section 3. The Executive Board shall attend E-Board Meetings.

ARTICLE VI – Election of officers:

Section 1. Officer positions shall be nominated a week prior to voting.
Section 2. Elections shall take place during the Hall Meeting.
Section 3. Hall residents shall anonymously vote for each position.
Section 4. A majority of the votes cast shall be necessary for the election of President and all other officers.
Section 5. If it becomes necessary for any general office of the Hall to be vacated, the vacancy shall be filled in the following manner:
	Clause A.   If the President vacates the office, the Vice President shall assume the office of President.
	Clause B:   Any other vacated offices shall be filled by the election at the weekly hall meetings.
	Clause C:   Nominees shall be notified of their nomination before the election.



ARTICLE VII – Meetings:

Section 1. All Hall meetings will be called by the President or Vice President whenever deemed necessary.
Section 2. The attendance of Hall meetings is not mandatory except when the Resident Assistants deem so.
Section 3. All members will be responsible for anything that occurs at the Hall meetings.

ARTICLE VIII – Ratification and Amendments:

Section 1. To ratify amendments there must be a 50 percent plus one majority vote.
Section 2. A 2/3 majority vote of Hall members shall be required for an amendment of the constitution.
Section 3. The voting will take place at the weekly hall meeting.

ARTICLE IX – Committees:

Section 1. Any committee formed may be formed or abolishes at the discretion of the president.

ARTICLE X – Penalties:

Section 1. All women living in the Hall shall act in accordance with the standards set up by in the Bylaws and the Constitution.

ARTICLE XI – Impeachment:

Section 1. Removal from an office shall result from a petition containing 2/3 of the Hall member’s signatures and must state the reason for removal.
