Constitution  
Of

The Associated Students of Lindley Hall

Article I 

Name

Section 1

The residents existing under this constitution shall be known as “The Associated Students of Lindley Hall,” which shall hereafter carry the designation “L.H.”

Article II
Meetings

Section 1 

The regular meetings of the L.H. shall be held at the direction of the President with the approval of the Executive Board.

Section 2 

30% of the member ship of L.H. shall constitute a quorum.

Section 3

The President with the approval of the Executive Board shall set the order of business in meetings of L.H. 

Section 4 

Meetings of the Executive Board shall follow the same procedure as meetings of L.H.

Section 5 

Voting at meetings shall be by voice vote, hand signal, or secret ballot, and shall be recorded and posted by the Secretary. Voting at meetings of the Executive board shall be by hand signal and shall be recorded by the secretary in the minutes of the meetings. 

Section 6

The Executive Board shall hold meetings at the discretion of the President and Vice-President

Article III
Officers

Section 1 

The Officers of L.H. shall be: President, Vice President, Secretary, Social Chair(s), and Webmaster/Historian

Hall Presidents must maintain a 2.5 GPA, and can have a 1 semester prohibitory period to get it back up.

Section 2 

There shall be an Executive Board consisting of the officers of L.H.

Article IV 

Duties of Officers

Section 1

The President shall call and preside at all meetings of L.H. and at all meetings of the Executive Board.


The President shall be the official representative of L.H. , and can delegate representative authority to other officers of L.H.

In the event that an Executive Board meeting cannot be held, the President may make decisions deemed necessary brought upon by the nature of the problem(s) incurred and/or circumstance(s). 


A two-thirds vote of the Executive Board can override a decision of the President.

Section 2 

The Vice President shall assume the powers and responsibilities of the President in their absence or disability.


The Vice President will also act as the treasurer, whose duties include control of the expenditure of hall funds. 

At no time shall the Vice President authorize expenditures unless; 1) L.H. has such a balance as is required to meet the expenditures, with 2) the President’s authorization or agreement with expenditure. The President reserves the right to audit hall accounts upon demand.

Section 3

The Secretary shall file the minutes of all the meetings of L.H. and of the Executive board.


The secretary shall post the minutes of each meeting of both the L.H. and of the Executive Board.

The secretary shall keep a list of all offices and members of L.H.; copies of the list shall be made available to all members of L.H. upon request.


The secretary shall file, with the exception of financial documents, all official documents, recorded and contracts.

The secretary shall provide all members of L.H. with copies of L.H.’s Constitution and By-Laws upon request. 

Section 4

The social chair(s) shall have charge of all social arrangements or social functions authorized by the Executive Board except those delegated to other officers.


There must be a social chair from each floor of the residence hall. If possible, a third social chair is advised due to the workload. 
Article V
Elections

Section 1 

Members of L.H. shall elect officials to fill the offices of the President, Vice President, Secretary and Social Chair(s). Succession of power is in this order: President, Vice President, and Secretary.

Section 2 

In case of removal from Lindley Hall, dismissal from office, resignation of office or inability to discharge the powers and duties of any office; said office or offices shall b filled by general election of a new officer or officers within two weeks of said vacancy or vacancies. 

Section 3

All general elections shall be by secret ballot. 

Article VI
Removal from Office

An elected official may be removed from office by a two-thirds vote of the membership of L.H. Removal from office shall be by general election ballot.

Article VII
Committees 

Special committees may be formed by either the Executive Board or by the President at a meeting of L.H.

Article VIII
Amendment

Section 1

This Constitution may be amended by a vote of 30% of L.H. at any regular meeting held at any time in the academic year except vacations, provided, however, that due notice in writing of the proposed amendment shall have been given to each member of L.H., or notice of the same shall have been posted on the bulletin boards at least one week before said meeting and an announcement of such made before L.H. This constitution may also be ratified by 30% of L.H. by general election. 

Section 2 

Any member of the L.H. may propose an amendment.

Article IX
Ratification

Section 1 

This Constitution shall become effective when ratified by 30% of the membership of L.H.

Section 2 

In the event the required 30% vote cannot be achieved, due to absence or other reasons that hinder the members from exercising their voting rights  the President with  the approval of the Executive Board shall establish an independent pollster who shall seek the 30% required votes from L.H.’s membership through personal contact and confirmation of those members. 

By-Laws of 

The Associated Students of Lindley Hall

Article I

Both the President and Vice President must authorize any expenditure charged to the hall account. 

Article II

The Executive Board shall establish a Constitutional Revision Committee to review the Constitution of the Associated Students of Lindley hall.

Article III

These By-Laws shall be amended and ratified by a simple majority vote of L.H. at a regular meeting of L.H. or by general elections. . at a regular meeting of L.H. or by general ele
