Snow Hall Constitution

2009-2010
Preamble


We the members of Snow Hall, in order to build and maintain a safe and positive living environment within in the University of Idaho Residence Halls, establish this constitution for Snow Hall.

Article I – Definitions and Affiliations 

Section 1. Snow Hall

Snow Hall of the University of Idaho is the third and fourth floor of the Wiley Wing in the Wallace Complex.

Section 2. Members of Snow Hall

Members of Snow Hall are those individuals that have paid all hall dues and know how to have a good time.

Section 3. University of Idaho Residence Hall Association and University Residences 

Snow Hall, as part of the University of Idaho RHA and University Residences, shall abide by all policies set by the University of Idaho, University Residences, and RHA.

Article II – Executive Board

Section 1. Executive Board Members

The Executive Board is comprised of but not limited to the President, Vice President, Social Chair(s), and Food Service Chair. All of the Executive Board members are expected to attend each Executive Board and hall meeting.

Section 2. Powers of Executive Board

A majority vote of the Executive Board shall have the power to approve any hall expenditures not to exceed 75 US dollars. Other expenditures must be approved by a majority vote during a hall meeting. 

Article III – Duties, Powers, and Compensation of Executive Board Members

Section 1. President

A. The President shall preside over all hall and Executive Board meetings

B. The President shall determine the time and location of all hall meetings and Executive Board meetings. 

C. The President is responsible for posting notice of any and all non-emergency meetings in a public place no later than 24 hours before the meeting.

D. Hall Presidents must attend all Area Council meetings, with the exception of two (2) per semester, or their compensation shall be revoked. If a third meeting is missed without hall representation, the hall president shall lose the granted compensation and/or will be removed from office at the discretion of the RHA Council
E. The President shall attend each RHA council meeting. If the President is unable to attend the RHA council meeting, the Vice President is responsible for attending the meeting.
F. The President shall receive no less than $125 per semester.
G. The President and the Vice President are jointly responsible for all hall equipment.

H. The President may approve any hall expenditures not to exceed 25 US dollars.

I. The President must read the constitution in its entirety during the first hall meeting after being elected to the position of President. 

J. The President is responsible for getting members of Snow Hall to attend meetings.
K. The President is responsible for gathering information about hall events that qualify for hall points and submitting them each week.

L. The President is responsible for making sure that each member of the Executive Board attends their respective meetings.

M. The President must maintain a minimum 2.5 GPA, and can have a (1) semester probationary period to get it back up. 

Section 2. Vice President

A. The Vice President shall assume the President’s duties and responsibilities in the event the President is unable to fulfill them.

B. The Vice President is responsible for the hosting of students hosted by the hall. This includes but is not limited to arranging for pick up/drop off, finding hosts on the hall, and attending meetings related to hosting students in the hall.
C. The Vice President shall receive no less than $75 per semester.
D. The President and the Vice President are jointly responsible for all hall equipment.

E. The Vice President shall maintain accurate permanent written records of all hall expenditures. The Vice President shall make these records available upon request at any hall meeting or Executive Board meeting.

F. The Vice President shall attend each RHA Financial Board meetings.

G. The Vice President is responsible for ensuring that hall funds are used towards the interest of Snow Hall.

H. The Vice President must approve all use of hall funds and shall be responsible for the related paper work. 

I. The Vice President is responsible for a creating a hall budget each semester and turning the hall budget into the RHA Treasurer. 

Section 3. Social Chair(s)

A. The Social Chair(s) shall send at least one hall representative to each RHA Events Board meetings.

B. The Social Chair(s) shall send at least one hall representative to each RHA Community Service meetings.

C. The Social Chair(s) are responsible for organizing Snow Hall sponsored activities.

D. The Social Chair(s) are responsible for the Snow Hall intramural teams.

E. The Social Chair(s) are responsible for sending hall representatives to RHA Events such as Spring Fling and GDI week.

Section 4. Food Service Chair

A. The Food Service Chair shall attend each RHA Food Service Committee meetings. 

B. The Food Service Chair is responsible for representing any and all of Snow Hall’s concerns related to food service within the Residence halls. 

Article IV – Selection of Executive Board Members

Section 1. Qualifications

A. All Executive Board Members must be in good academic standing.

B. All Executive Board Members should be active members of Snow Hall.

Section 2. President

A. The President shall be elected by majority vote in the first hall meeting of the fall semester.

B. The elections for President are to be organized by the Resident Assistants.

Section 3. Other Executive Board Members

A. All other Executive Board Members shall be elected in the first hall meeting of the fall semester. 

Article V – Impeachment

A. Any Executive Board member or Resident Assistant of Snow Hall may initiate the impeachment process against any other Executive Board member that is either not fulfilling the responsibilities of the position or not acting in the interests of Snow Hall.

B. Both accuser and accused may present their cases in a hall meeting. Once each has presented his/her case, a 2/3 majority vote of the rest of the hall at large will remove the accused from his/her position.

Article VI – Amendments to the Snow Hall Constitution

A. Amendments to this constitution may be proposed by any member of Snow Hall at any hall meeting.

B. Amendments require a 2/3 majority vote within a hall meeting and take effect after the following hall meeting.

C. Passed amendments may be overturned by a majority vote at the following meeting.

Article VII- Quiet Hours

A. Quiet hours are from 11:00pm to 7:00 am on Sunday through Thursday nights, and from 12:00 am to 8:00 am on Friday and Saturday nights.

B. Quiet hours are enforced by the Resident Assistant both on the hall and those on duty.
