THE TARGHEE FINE ARTS HALL CONSTITUTION
Revised October 5, 2009

Section I THARGHEE HALL MISSION STATEMENT
Targhee Fine Arts Hall is a residential living and learning community with the purposes of:
1. Fostering a healthy and sustainable living and learning environment.
2. Developing a unique personality representative of the residents’ enthusiasm for visual and performing arts.
3. Maintaining the community through democratically elected committees who enforce and evolve the following guidelines and regulations.
Section II TARGHEE HALL COMMUNITY RESPONSIBILITIES
ARTICLE 1
TARGHEE PROPERTY
Possessions of the Hall are listed in an Item Catalog. It is the responsibility of all Targhee Hall residents to see that Hall property is treated at all times and by all people with the utmost care and respect. Failure to do this will result in consequences as decided by University Residences Officials.
ARTICLE 2
TARGHEE MAINTENANCE
It is the responsibility of Targhee Hall residents to clean up after themselves. Personal belonging should not be left in the common areas for an extended period of time. Personal garbage should be disposed of in the dumpsters behind the building. All guidelines set down by the university, for the care of University facilities are to be observed by everyone. Additional policies may be added by the hall as a whole, at which time it will be understood that these new policies are to be observed in the same manner as the policies of the University. Failure to do this will result in consequences as decided by University Residences Officials.
ARTICLE 3
NOISE
Residents should maintain a reasonable level of quiet at all times and be courteous to other hall members and when requested to quiet down, hall members should cooperate. Quiet hours are designated to provide students living in the halls a reasonable atmosphere in which they can sleep or study. In Targhee, quiet hours are from 11:00pm to 7:00am Sunday through Thursday and midnight to 7:00am on Friday and Saturday. In addition, the hall will observe special quiet hours starting the Friday before Finals Week, in which 22-hour quiet hours will be in effect. The practicing of musical instruments and vocal training is allowed anywhere within the hall, provided that it does not interfere with the activities of the other residents or quiet hours.


ARTICLE 4
GUESTS
Guests are welcome in Targhee; provide that they and their hosts follow these guidelines:
1. Targhee residents are allowed to have guests for no more than 7 nights per semester, or as determined by University Residences
2. In all matters regarding the use of Targhee’s resources (showers, restrooms, property and dinning), residents take priority over guests.
3. Residents are held entirely responsible for the actions of their guest and accept the consequences of their guests’ actions.
ARTICLE 5
OTHERS
Residents will follow the guidelines set forth by the University Of Idaho Student Code Of Conduct, Residence Hall and Dining Services Agreement, and the Residence Hall and Living Learning Community Handbook. These guidelines can be found on the University of Idaho’s website or in paper form with a Residence Life or University Residences Staff Member.

Section III TARGHEE HALL PLITICAL SYSTEM
ARTICLE 1
MEETINGS
1. Targhee Hall meetings shall be referred to as Hall Summits in the constitution.
2. Targhee Hall Summits shall be held at least once a week and shall be organized and presided over by the President(s).
3. Hall Summits will occur at 9:00pm every Monday night, unless otherwise approved by the hall members. In order to approve a change in the Hall Summit time, a motion must be made by a resident and procedures must follow those of a motion, as outlined in the Political Proceedings section.
4. A member of the Executive Board may call an Emergency Hall summit, giving at least 24 hours notice to Targhee Hall residents by way of flyer and word of mouth. If a motion is brought during this emergency Summit, it must follow appropriate procedures, as outlined in the Political Proceedings section.
ARTICLE 2
POLITICAL PROCEEDINGS
Every resident of Targhee Hall is entitled to one vote in democratic procedures of the Hall in regard to any motion brought before the hall at Hall Summits. Voting can be done via absentee ballot or at the hall summit. Absentee Ballot voting will be executed by Residence Life Staff Members (defined as a Resident Assistant or House Director).
Motions regarding the affairs of Targhee Hall and its residents must be processed in the following way:
1. Any resident may bring a motion before the hall at a Hall Summit
2. Passing of the motion requires a simple majority (more than 50%) of all votes received, via absentee ballot or at the Hall Summit, and at least one week duration between the proposed motion and the vote. Information regarding the motion shall be posted on the Targhee Hall Government Bulletin Board for the one week duration. A Residence Life staff member must be present at the passing of the motion.
a. If the proposed motion is deemed as time sensitive and necessary for immediate emergency voting, the Hall may decide to vote on the motion at that Summit.
b. In order to vote on the time sensitive motion at that Hall Summit, a motion must be made by a resident in regards to immediate voting and the motion must pass with a 2/3 approval of all residents in attendance.
c. Time sensitivity is defined as occurring before the next Hall Summit and must be approved by all Residence Life Staff Members.
3. If the motion is in regards to spending hall funds, the Vice president and President must fill out and sign paperwork at the hall summit, with residents and Residence Life staff member in attendance as witnesses.
ARTICLE 3
AMENDMENTS
Any member(s) of the Hall may suggest amendments to the Hall Constitution. Procedures for amendments will follow that of a motion. The Author of the amendment shall present it to the Hall at the Summit. Ratification is done by a simple majority (more than 50%) of all votes received, via absentee ballot or at hall summit, and at least one week duration between the proposed amendment and the vote. Information regarding the amendment shall be posted on the Targhee Hall Government Bulletin Board for the one week duration. Constitutional amendments may not be deemed as time sensitive, unless a unanimous motion passes by residents in attendance at the Hall Summit. A Residence Life staff member must be present at the passing of the amendment.

Section IV TARGHEE HALL GOVERNMENT
ARTICLE 1
THE TARGHEE ELECTED BOARD
The elected Board is composed of the following elected officers: President, Vice-President, Secretary, Historian, Vandal Friday Activities Coordinator, Social Chair, Community Service Chair and Public Relations Coordinator. Duties of each individual Elected Board member are listed below in Article 3. It is the duty of this Board to oversee Hall policies and maintain the community as directed by the Hall Constitution and the University Residences and Residence Life Policies and Procedures. Elected Board members must attend all position-specific meetings with the greater RHA community or arrange for qualified substitutes to temporarily fill in for them. The Elected Board is composed of two branches: the Executive Brand and the Committee Branch.
ARTICLE 2
EXECUTIVE BRANCH
The Executive Branch is in place to carry out the will of Targhee Hall’s residents, and houses the elected officers including the President, Vice President, and Secretary. The President is prohibited from voting in any democratic proceedings, unless a tie occurs. Executive Branch members are allowed to miss or find a replacement for up to 3 meetings in a semester. The President must have lived in the Targhee Fine Arts Hall at least one semester prior to taking office. Everyone else is eligible for Vice President and Secretary. If there are not enough people who meet these requirements, officers will be open for any house member who meets all requirements for candidacy.
COMMITTEE BRANCH
It is the responsibility of the Committee Branch to maintain channels to and from the various aspects of the campus community, while making suggestions as to how Targhee may strengthen its bond with that community. The offices included in this branch are those of the Historian, Vandal Friday Activities Coordinators, Social Events Coordinator, Community Service Coordinator, and Public Relations Coordinator.
ARTICLE 3
TARGHEE ELECTED BOARD POSITION DUTIES
PRESIDENT
· Determines the schedule for Hall Summits
· Conducts Hall Summits and Executive Assemblies.
· Appoints committees as needed.
· Consults and negotiates with University officials
· Checks the Hall’s mail with all due punctuality
· Also acts as Targhee’s Area Representative
· Attend RHA Council meeting weekly
· Attend assigned committee meeting weekly
· Must maintain a minimum 2.5 GPA, and can have a (1) semester probationary period to get it back up
VICE PRESIDENT
· Acts as President in the event that the President is absent or dead or impeached
· Liaison to Food Services
· Administers all dealings with the Hall’s finances
· Approves all proposals for spending of Hall funds
· Oversees purchases and delegates acquisition duties
· Maintains a comprehensive record of the Hall’s cash flow
SECRETARY
· Keeps minutes of Hall Summits and posts them on the Hall bulletin board within 1 day of the Hall Summit
· Administers the archives of various Hall data, including minutes and other directives
· Keeps and updates the item catalog list with warranties, serial numbers, etc
· Composes a hall roster for each semester and makes copies available to Hall members
HISTORIAN
· Creates and maintains hall scrapbook
SOCIAL CHAIR
· Directs all social functions
· Coordinates Hall participation in campus activities
· Can appoint committees and delegate assistants to organize social functions
VANDAL FRIDAY ACTIVITIES COORDINATOR
· Coordinate Hosting, Tours, and Hall activities during Vandal Friday
ARTICLE 4
ELECTORAL PROCEDURES
Elected Officers are elected every year and an individual cannot hold the same position for more than 4 consecutive semesters. During the election, which is to be held at least two weeks before the semester’s commencement the following is to be followed:
1. The current Targhee Hall Residence Life Staff Member(s) will oversee the election process.
2. Elections for each position shall be conducted individually in this format:
a. Nominations will be accepted for the position
b. All nominated candidates interested in the position must accept the nomination to be in contention for the position and fill out an information sheet
c. All candidates in contention for the position must speak to the hall residents at the electoral Hall Summit as to why they hope to be elected – their qualifications, ambitions, goals, etch.
d. Candidates, after having spoken, will leave the area of the election under the supervision of one of the presiding Residence Life Staff members or other authority, and the remaining Residence Life Staff member or authority will conduct the voting process with the remaining Hall members. Candidates in contention for the position will not participate in the voting process for that given position.
e. The candidate with the majority vote will be elected to the position
3. The above process will be repeated for each vacant position
ARTICLE 5
IMPEACHMENT
Any Hall member may bring charges of Impeachment against any member of the Elected Board before the Hall Summit. The following procedure is to be followed for the Impeachment process:
1. Charges of Impeachment are brought against a member of the Elected Board before the Hall
2. A vote of no confidence must be taken to determine whether the impeachment process shall continue. A simple majority vote by Hall members, in favor of proceeding, is necessary for the impeachment to proceed.
3. A Residence Life Staff Member shall cal the first meeting of the Hall Judicial Board within one week following the vote of no confidence. The Hall Judicial Board can make up any voting member of the hall. The Judicial Board will be established with every voting member present at the first meeting and may not be changed until the verdict is final
4. A Residence Life Staff Member shall act as Foreman over the impeachment proceedings
5. Any officers under scrutiny of Impeachment shall be suspended of all duties, powers, and pay until the Judicial Board has reached a verdict. The hall shall announce this verdict no later than three (3) weeks following the vote of no confidence
6. The Residence Life Staff Members shall mediate the proceedings, which includes a section for new evidence and discussion, and deliver the decision of the Judicial Board
7. Hall verdicts shall be final
