Constitution of the Associated Students of Whitman Hall 
Updated 3-25-09

Preamble
We, the students of the University  of Idaho residing in Whitman Hall, in order to further our common interests, attain greater unity, promote high scholarship, stimulate interest in the hall and University activities, and discharge our responsibilities in a business-like manner, do hereby 
establish this constitution. 

ARTICLE I: Name and Membership
Section 1 
The organization existing under this constitution shall be known as the Associated Students of 
Whitman Hall, hereafter designed as the Association. 
Section 2
Membership in the Association shall include all residents of Whitman Hall who have paid their mandatory hall dues for the current semester. The dues are established as those set forth in the 
Housing Services Contract.

ARTICLE II: Officers  
Section 1 
The General Officers of the Association shall be the President, Vice President, Secretary, Social Chairman, intramural Chair, and Community Service Chair elected by the members of the 
Association. 
Section 2
The President, Vice President, or delegated representative shall attend all RHA meetings.
Section 3 
The Executive Board shall consist of the General Officers of the Association.

ARTICLE III: Elections 
Section 1
All General Offices shall be elected within two weeks from the first date of the first meeting of 
the Association each academic year. 
Section 2 
Eligibility for holding an elected office in the Association shall be:

	A. All General Officers shall reside in and shall be in continuous residence of Whitman 	 	     Hall during their tenure in office.
	B. All General Officers shall be in good academic standing. 
	C. All officers shall only need to be nominated and duty elected by the Association.
Section 3 
Should any elected officer of the Association, with the exception of the President, become unable to discharge the duties of that office, than that position shall be declared vacant by the Executive Board. This position shall be filled by the nominations of the floor, and be elected by 
a majority vote of the members present at the next duty called meeting of the Association. 
Section 4 
Should the office of the President become vacant, the Vice President shall assume the office, 
and  a new Vice President shall be elected as stated in article III section 3.
Section 5 
Any member of the Association wishing to become a nominee for and elected office shall be 
nominated from the floor of a duty called meeting.
Section 6
Voting shall be carried be a majority of the association in attendance unless otherwise called for. 
Voting shall be carried out by a secret ballot at the Resident Advisor’s room beginning at the time that the ballots are passed out, and terminating 24 hours later. Results of the elections shall be posted within 1 hour of the termination of the elections. 

ARTICLE IV: Duties of Officers 
Section 1
Duties of all General Officers shall be:
	A. By example, encourage high moral and academic standards among members of the 	  	    Association.
	B. Be a voting member of the Executive Board.
	C. Attend all hall meetings or have a prior excuse. 
	D. Help maintain order at the meetings.
	E. In addition, each officer shall have the following duties:
Section 2
The President shall:
	A. Preside at all meetings of the Association.
	B. Assist and review all Association committees, recommending actions where 	 	  	     necessary.
	C. Be responsible for all proper execution of all officers duties.  
	D. Preside over all Executive Board Meetings.
	E. Shall distribute information from RHA, and the Area council meetings back to the 	 	    Association each week 
	F. Must attend all Area council meetings or send representation.  
	G. Be responsible for the execution of all articles of the constitution.
	H. Be the official representative of the association.
	I. Must sit on one committee, and attend all the meetings, with the exception of three 	  
	   per semester. 
             J. Hall Presidents must maintain a minimum 2.5 GPA, and can have a (1) semester 
                probationary period to get it back up
Section 3 
The Vice President shall:
	A. Take over the duties of the President in the President’s absence.
	B. Be responsible for the time place and validity of elections, and the qualifications of 	 	     the candidates.
	C. Be official Representative of the Association for GDI Week.
	D. Attend all RHA Food Service committee meetings.
	E. Shall serve as treasurer of the Association.
	F. Receive and supervise all expenditures of all association funds and keep accurate 	  	    records of the same.
	G. Prepare a financial report upon the request of the Executive Board.
	H. Issue all Purchase orders and approve same by a majority vote of the Association.
	I. Attend all RHA Treasurer Meetings.
 Section 5
The Secretary shall:
	A. Take record and post the minutes at hall meetings. 
	B. Provide hall roster.
	C. Write any needed amendments to the constitution.
	D. Keep a list of all Association members and officers. 
	F. Write or delegate to another member to write an article for the RHA Graffiti every 	 
	    other week. 
Section 6
The Social Chairman shall:
	A. Schedule and take charge of all social events of the Association.
Section 7
The Intramural Chairman shall:
	A. Be responsible for the organizing, informing and coaching of all intramural teams 	  	     and events.
	B. Be responsible for all Hall sporting equipment.
Section 8
The Community Service Chairman shall:
	A. Plan and supervise all hall community service events.  

ARTICLE V: Executive Board
Section 1
The Executive Board shall be the governing body of the Association.
Section 2
The President shall be the chairman of the Board.
Section 3 
The Executive Board shall be empowered to remove any committee member or chairman by a 
2/3 vote.
Section 4
The Executive Board and/or special committee shall be responsible for interpretation and 
review of the Constitution and By-Laws as needed. 

ARTICLE VI: Meetings
Section 1
Meetings may be called at the discretion of the President or upon petition of 10 percent of the 
members of the Association.
Section 2
Notice of all hall meetings shall be posted at least 24 hours in advance. 
Section 3
Minutes of hall meetings will be posted and all hall members shall be responsible for all 
pertinent information within.

ARTICLE VII: Recall
Section 1
To recall an elected officer a petition with the signatures of 10 Association members with the 
charges attached shall be presented to the Executive Board.
Section 2
A 2/3 vote of the Association shall be required to recall and elected officer.
Section 3
A special meeting of the Association shall be called as early as the Executive Board deems 
possible.
Section 4
Recall proceedings shall be as follows:
	A. A member of the Association shall be chosen as prosecutor by a majority of those 	  	    signing the petition.
	B. the defendant shall act of his/her own will.
	C. the President shall preside in all recall proceedings except upon the recall of the  	
	    President whereby the Vice President shall preside.

ARTICLE VII: Amendments
Section 1
This constitution may be amended by a 2/3 vote of the attendance at a regular hall meeting, with a minimum attendance of 1/3 of the Association. The proposed amendment shall be introduced and discussed at a regular hall meeting and shall be posted in final draft form within two days of the meeting. The amendment shall be discussed and voted upon at the next regular 
hall meeting. 

ARTICLE IX: Ratification
Section 1
This constitution shall be in full effect upon ratification by a 2/3 vote of the members in 
attendance.
Section 2
This must be done each year, by the second regular hall meeting.
Section 3
This constitution shall be posted at least two days in advance of ratification.



















BY-LAWS OF THE ASSOCIATED STUDENTS OF WHITMAN HALL


ARTICLE I: Definitions
Section 1
55 percent of the members of the Association shall constitute a quorum.
Section 2
2/3 percent of the members of the Executive Board shall constitute a quorum of that group.

ARTICLE II: Fines
Section 1
All fines shall be levied by the Executive Board.
Section 2
No resident shall be fined for anything he or she was not responsible for.
Section 3
All fines shall be paid within 24 hours of assessment.
Section 4
All hall dues shall be collected as specified within the Housing Services Contract.

ARTICLE III: Amendments 
Section 1
These by-laws may be amended in the same manner as the Constitution.

ARTICLE IV: Ratification
Section 1
These by-laws shall become effective with the ratification of the Constitution.
