¥ How new is the concept of the program?
¥ How unique is the program in presentation style - new twists to old
concerns?
¥ Who benefited from the program?

One award is available. Nominations will be solicited from Residence Hall students
and staff. Nominators must fill out the awards nominations form included in this
packet.
