‘¥ Campus Involvement - is the nominee involved in any campus clubs or
organizations

¥ Other Exceptional Qualifications - what makes this person stand out

on your hall or in the residence halls as a whole; why is this person a
role model to students

¥ Why should this person receive this award?

One award is available. Nominations will be solicited from Residence Hall students

and staff. Self-nominations are also accepted. The nominee or nominator must fill
out the awards nominations form included in this packet.
