HALL OF THE YEAR

The University of Idaho Residence Hall Association recognizes the most
outstanding residence halls through the Hall of the Year Award. This award was
created in an effort to recognize the high level of initiative in the residence hall
system and to award halls that have excelled over the course of the year.

Eligibility:
This award is available to all Residence Halls or Houses in the University of
Idaho Residence Hall system for the year of 2011-2012.

Selection Criteria:
The nominees will be evaluated on the following criteria (the comments under
each criterion are simply guidelines and not necessarily specific questions to
answer) (Please include information from the 2011-2012 school year):
¥ Hall Activities - events your has hall done this year; any brother/sister
hall activities; any special hall events or traditions; impact on residence
hall community as a whole
‘¥ Residence Hall Activities - what events has your hall participated in;
did hall win any GDI or Homecoming competitions; did hall win Hall of
the Week; overall placement in Hall Points standings; did hall participate
in any residence hall wide activities such as Casino Night or Fall Fling
¥ Community Service - hall participated in or sponsored any community
service projects such as Paint the Palouse, Tower Trick or Treat, or
others; participated in any fundraisers; does your hall have a
philanthropy
‘¥ Academics - is the hall’s GPA or academic ranking especially high; any
students with 4.0, on Dean’s List, or in Honorariums
¥ Intramural - what events has the hall participated in; won any events;
what is the hall’s ranking in the intramural standings
‘¥ Campus Involvement - involved in any campus clubs, organizations,
and/or activities; impact on campus community
¥ Other Exceptional Qualifications - what makes the hall a special place
to live; why does it stand out; what is the general atmosphere

One award is available. Nominations will be solicited from Residence Hall students
and staff. Nominator’s must fill out the awards nominations form included in this
packet.
