 Hall Leadership – what leadership roles has the nominee held in the 
residence halls; how has this person helped their hall community or the 
residence halls as a whole grow and develop; what activities and events 
has this person participated in; any conferences attended or programs 
presented; impact on residence hall community

 Community Involvement – involved in any community-based 
organizations; participated in and/or organized any community service 
projects

 Academics – is the nominee’s GPA especially high; on the Dean’s List; in 
any Honorariums; received any scholarships

 Campus Involvement – involved in any campus clubs, activities and/or 
organizations; impact on campus community

 Other Exceptional Qualifications – what makes the nominee stand out; 
why is the nominee an outstanding role model to other residents

and staff.  The nominee or nominator must fill out the awards nominations form 
included in this packet.
