Talking about money for the halls. First option to save money for the residence halls is to take away main landlines and make them student option. Those that choose to continue their landlines would have to pay individually by month.  

Neeley: So apartments won’t be effected by this?

Dr. Gasser: No apartments will stay the same because they use the phones more


Gault: With prices quoted will the cost of living be affected?


Dr. Gasser: The rates have already been signed off so no the prices will be the same and 

the phone lines will not affect this.  This department desperately needs this income to 

create a better image for the students. 

Gault: As a student it doesn’t seem right that housing prices still go up and on top of 

that I have to pay for a landline that I used to get with my room.

Gault: Could you add on to the survey for the rooms whether or not a person will use 

the landline and then just discontinue the line.

Dr. Gasser: This wouldn’t work because everything has to be a all or nothing decisions. 

Gault: Will the courtesy phone be located in the hall way or the a private area

Cori: There are little alcoves in Wallace for privacy but the tower and LLC will be in the 

main hall or first floor. The phones won’t receive incoming calls only outgoing calls.

French: Are there ways to get the phone fees waved?

Gault: Privacy is an issue and we need an area where students can talk in private.

Dr. Gasser: we have researched the spacing and to build privacy areas would cost more 

money than save. We don’t set the rates so it would be hard to wave fees. If there is 

something documented then we would have to respond to issues such as ADA.

Neeley: Would there be able to be billing in advance so that scholarships could pay for 

everything in advance or a student could pay in advance.

Dr. Gasser: I don’t know but that is something we can look into.

Neeley: I think that the fee for changing rooms doesn’t work well for student.

Dr.Gasser: These are the quotes that I got from the phone companies so nothing is set in 

stone yet.

Graham: For the privacy concerns for the phones is there any way that you could make a 

room on the floor for privacy.

Dr. Gasser: The rooms generally are filled so that takes away from students living space.

Ben: If both residence in one room requested a phone would they share the cost?

Dr.Gasser: That is up to the roomates and deciding who wants the phone and whos 

paying.

Snow: If two people are sharing but one persons name is on the phone line then who 

covers damage when the person whos name isn’t on the list damages it.

Dr.Gasser: that is something we can work out with the company

Snow: If I moved from one part of Wallace to another then what would the cost be

Dr.Gasser: $25

President: Would this be like a separate charge just like paying bills?

Dr.Gasser: Yes housing won’t be collecting the phone bills or charges and the phone 

services would be taking care of all bills and charges.

vacation plan then you don’t have to do a $70 charge.

Dr.Gasser: Yes I’m just bringing this up to find the support and dislikes for the program

New Topic: Hall Rollovers


Dr.Gasser: At the end of most years halls have an amount of money that gets rolled over 

but instead of having it rolled over the housing office would take that and pool that 

money so that the students could choose what to do with that money.


Neeley: This sounds like a great idea as long as the students had complete control over 

the money.


Dr.Gasser: The students would have control within the restrictions of the housing office 

and the budget. You have my pledge that this money will be used by the students and 

not for the housing office needs. RHA would annually make a motion to use the money 

and then the housing office would approve and use this money efficiently.

Neeley: Is there a way to put this deal in writing so that all directors would follow this.

Dr.Gasser: I could put this in writing but I can’t guarantee anything for the far off future.

McConnell: Could we put this into an RHA general fund so that all students would have 

fun with the money instead of only one hall benefiting.

Dr.Gasser: The halls need to be fixed up and this would be the way that the students 

could make an impact for future students.


Gualt: Is there a way to instead make sure that the living groups gets the money instead 

of individual halls.


Dr.Gasser: The projects will most likely cost more than what the living groups could do 

so it is more beneficial to pick a hall and spend the money per year.

Gault: The reason I think that we should do this is because a savings account per living 

group would be useful to getting bigger things done.

Dr.Gasser: As a director we don’t have to roll over the money but I want to make sure 

that the money is used for the students because that is whos money it is. I’m pledging to 

you that the money is left in our account would be used toward something useful and I 

would even put in money to achieve one or two proects for some halls that will benefit 

the students.

President: I know that some halls budget money for exact projects that they want todo. 

Would you honor those plans and help them be accomplished.

Dr.Gasser: Well this is still a working progress that needs to be worked on. Please use 

your money if you want but if there is left over then we can use it toward a project.
