        Emmalee: Since there is no excess money this is a resolution for residence to look into giving more money to RHA instead of $10 possibly looking into raising funds to $20 per student.

Graham- would they raise student fees by $10 to gain this money. 

Emmalee- Not sure they raise some of their money from halls defer to Cori

Cori: Want to see if it is the will of RHA to see if we want to tax residence and that way show housing that we need to raise money for the following year. This is just a request. Early process to show that we need $10 more per student next year.

Emmalee: Halls get $15.50 per person so look at this as a federal govt. and we are requesting that this would give us more money than the halls get. The executive ball, GDI, and Spring fling week will benefit.
