11. ASUI Representative: [Garrett Holbrook] –

· Parking rule changes: 25% fee increase for next year
Syringa: Will that be the last time it can be changed?

· Temporary parking: current parking will be reduced to allow for four more free temporary parking spots.

a. Constitutional Amendments
i. Amendment 1: 
Neely: Motion to discuss the amendment. 
Stevenson: Motion to approve.

McConnell: Second.

Vote: 21-1-2
ii. Amendment 2: 

Neely: Does this give you control over who is on the boards? 

Erik: It’s by random pick, not in my control.

Syringa: If this is hard for some people to understand, could we clarify it? If there’s a process to it, could we put that in there?

Cori: Random selection has been happening, not according to the issue under review.

Campbell: I want to propose pulling names out of a hat.

Erik: I have been rolling dice off of the living areas so that there would be equal chance for each living area.

Syringa: I move to amend it to read that a die and a sheet of names be the process.

Targhee: I move to amend it to read that a random number generator be used.

Forney: I think the President is likely to be fair, so it shouldn’t be specified.

McConnell: I think we should stop discussion.

vii. Amendment 7:

Syringa: What does it mean?

We are adding an ex-officio member of the e-board to be used as a resource. It gives visitors speaking rights in council (that is their only right). They are a liaison between IACURH and NACURH and the council.
Neely: Is this a temporary thing, are the people going to come in temporarily to speak, or are they permanent members?

Erik: It is as temporary as any other position on the board.

McConnell: How often does IACURH speak to the board?

Cori: Ben Blaker is one, and the last time we had a visitor was 2005. Ben isn’t required to be here, he is strongly encouraged. Currently he can’t talk. He has one of 12 positions that someone can hold on the regional level.

Campbell: We don’t need any more people to be talking, we have plenty of people now who talk.

Ag Sci: There are a lot of times when we don’t have much discussion at all, so your argument isn’t that great.

Stevenson: agreed.

McConnell: This is a great idea so that we can be better informed.

Neely: Motion to end discussion.

McConnell: second

Vote on amendment as it stands: 21-1-2

Kelsi: If you didn’t know what you just voted on, please know that this alters the RHA council. This is very important. Please go home to read this and know what you just voted on. This was a big decision.
13. Advisor – Cori Planagan:
a. Recycling Procedures: We have new pamphlets on recycling for the halls. This provides controls for the system. We no longer recycle glass, it is a trash item. Containers need to have covers. If you have questions, let me know. As long as it isn’t creating a hazard or a mess, it’s ok.
McConnell: I created the Whitman program. Yay me!

Cori: That’s great.

Global Village: What do we do with glass?

Cori: I’m unsure.

Halls in Wallace: freshman visits need to happen. Consider yourself yelled at.
McConnell: Wouldn’t it make more sense for Seniors to talk to the Dean than Freshmen?

Cori: Different purpose.

Hosting: take some applications and promote it in your halls.
14. President – Erik Shallman:
i.  Your halls have an escorting policy. Do not let people wander through your halls unescorted. This means people who are there on official or unofficial business. Visitors are the responsibility of whoever is escorting them.
Neely: How are we supposed to know who lives there when so many people live in some of our buildings?

Syringa: Are we supposed to be rude and shut the door in their face?

Erik: Yes. They need to be escorted or be able to let themselves in.

Cori: This is a big issue. We need to do this to provide security for the halls.

French: This is not feasible for the Tower.

Campbell: It takes like 15 seconds after we swipe our cards for the door to lock. It’s not reasonable to expect us to watch the door until it locks.

Erik: Just be aware that theft rates go up as we approach the holidays.

Syringa: Shouldn’t we talk to Campus Security about this?
Garrett: ASUI has a security council that just started last week. I can put this on the list.

Fine Arts: It would be really nice if someone would come around to hall meetings so that people would know that they can do something about this.

Global: What about using closed circuit television?

Cori: We have that on a lot of doors, not all. We use it after the fact, not as it’s happening.

McConnell: Drunk people were always walking through our hall in Whitman. Could we make it so that each first floor hall in Wallace had a card swipe to prevent people walking through?

Cori: It’s about $2500 per hall.
Global: Wouldn’t halls rather spend money on security than competitions and things?

Erik: The money I’m talking about is from Residence life, not halls.

Cori: I’m on a committee that can address this and it meets soon. If you have an idea to make your hall better, let us know.
