Constitution of the Associated Students of Marguerite Campbell Hall
1993-’94 (Revised Fall ’08)

Preamble

 
We the students of the University of Idaho residing in Campbell Hall, in order to perfect greater unity among ourselves, promote our general welfare, provide for our own comfort and happiness, advance and strengthen Idaho spirit, and preserve traditions, do ordain and establish this Constitution for the residents of Campbell Hall.

Article I

Name and Membership


Section 1. The organization under this Constitution shall be known as the Associated Students of Marguerite Campbell Hall. All students residing in Campbell Hall shall be members and shall be subject to the rules and regulations of this Constitution and its By-Laws. All students who, in addition, pay mandatory membership dues to the Hall, shall have the right to vote in Campbell Hall affairs as specified by this Constitution.

Article II

Officers


Section 1. The general offices of Campbell Hall shall be: President, Vice President, Secretary, Social Chairperson, and Intermural manager. They shall be elected by and from the membership of Campbell hall, and shall be in residence in the hall during their terms of office. All officers of Campbell hall must attend ALL hall meetings unless given advance (prior to meeting) approval by the hall President. 

Section 2. All officers of Campbell hall must have a cumulative GPA of no less than 2.5. If the president’s GPA falls below 2.5 he or she has 1 semester to get above a 2.5. If this doesn’t occur then the president will be terminated. 

Section 3. The officers shall be members of the Executive Board, hereafter referred to as the E-Board. 


Section 4. The E-Board shall create chairperson positions as deemed necessary. 

Article III

Elections


Section 1. All elections for general officers shall be by secret ballot in a general election. 


Section 2. All officers shall be elected by a simple plurality of the members who voted. Nominations shall take place four meetings prior to the end of each semester. Voting shall take place by general election the following week. The secret ballots shall be counted by the Resident Advisor and revealed to the President, who will then announce the results to the candidates. The new officers shall serve as the apprentices under the current officers for the remainder of the semester. The new officers shall officially take office at the last regular meeting and serve for one semester. The Presidents’ term shall be for one scholastics year. If an officer has not been chosen in the previous semester, nominations will be held in the first week of the semester, with elections one week after.


Section 3. The President and Vice President shall reside and be hall paying members. Should the President’s position become vacant the Vice President shall become President. A general election shall be held for the Vice President’s position two weeks after the vacancy has been posted. The secret ballots shall be counted by the Resident Advisor. 

Section 4. If any of the officers of Campbell hall, with the exception of the President, become unable to discharge the powers and duties of the elected office, either because of dismissal from office, removal from the hall, or by resignation, that office shall be filled by the same procedure stated in Sections 1 and 2. 


Section 5. It shall be necessary for a member to secure a plurality of the votes cast for any office to be elected to that office.


Section 6. Any elected officer may be removed from office if it can be shown that the officer is in conscience violation of this constitution or it’s By-Laws, and/or if a petitions with 2/3rd of the residents signatures are present and posted requesting this action. The officers shall have the right to present their case at a general hall meeting. Voting for removal of said officer shall take place during the general hall meeting in which the officer under question has presented their case. The office shall be declared vacant if ¾ majority of votes cast is in favor of the removal. The newly vacated office shall be filled by the procedure outlined in sections 1,2, and 3 of this article.


Section 7. Provisions shall be made on all ballots for election of officers for write-in candidates. Such candidates must qualify for their offices as per Articles II and III, and must secure a plurality of votes for that office to win. 

Article IV

Duties of the General Officers


Section 1. The Presidents shall preside at all meetings of Campbell hall. The President shall call all meetings of Campbell hall, as hereinafter provided in Article VI. The President shall be responsible for the proper execution of all departments provided for under this Constitution; (s)he shall be an ex-offcio member of all committees; and shall have all the powers and duties incident to the proper execution of his/her office. The President shall be the official representative of Campbell hall. The actions of all committees created for this Hall shall be subject to recall by the President. The President must attend their appointed committees according to the Resident Hall Association.  

Section 2. The Vice President shall assist the President and shall perform all the duties of the President in the President’s absence or disability. The Vice President shall receive and expand, upon the approval of the E-Board, all monies, and shall keep an accurate and true record of the same. A financial report shall be made at the beginning of each month and available to the E-board and hall members. The Vice President shall pay all bills and be responsible for receipts. The Vice President shall have possession and responsibility of the cash box, if applicable, and shall make necessary reports of their term of office to the President. 


Section 3. The Secretary shall take minutes of all hall meetings, or arrange for someone else to do so. They shall have minutes posted within 48 hours of hall meetings. The Secretary shall also compose the hall roster at the beginning of each semester, and make any correspondence necessary for the hall. 


Section 4. The Social Chair Person is responsible for the arrangement and actual implementation of all social events. Working with the Social Chair person the Public Relations chair shall advertise and assist the Social Chair Person in the implementation of events. Other officers are expected to aid the Social Chairperson in their duties, at the officers’ discretion. 

Section 5. The Intramural Manager shall be responsible for Campbell hall’s athletic program and athletic equipment. The manager shall post notices of all upcoming events in sufficient time for team sign-ups, and shall keep the hall informed of the Independents. The Intramural Manager shall attend every possible campus managers’’ meeting, or to provide a substitute if unable to attend. 

Section 6. The positions of Historian and Webmaster are positions that are appointed by the President and can be impeached only by the President. 

Article V

Executive Board


Section 1. The administrative body of Campbell hall shall be the Executive Board, composed of the general officers of the Campbell hall. The President shall be the chairpersons of the board. 


Section 2. The Executive Board shall be responsible for the proper execution of this Constitution, and of all Campbell hall activities administered under this Constitution. 


Section 3. The hall members shall approve all expenditures over 50 dollars of Campbell hall’s funds by the Vice President. All expenditures under 50 dollars shall be approved by a majority of the E-Board members, and these expenditures shall be reported at the various departments and committees to furnish detailed financial statements. All hall residents will be provided with the financial statements should they request it, within a week of their request. 

Article VI

Meetings


Section 1. Regular meetings shall be called once a week. Special meetings may be called at the discretion of the president or upon petition of ten percent of the members of Campbell Hall. Notice of such meetings shall be posted on the floors at least twenty-four hours prior to said meetings. The time for each regular meeting will be set at the beginning of each semester. 

Section 2. The President, if necessary, shall appoint a parliamentarian to decide questions of order and to interpret rules during meetings of Campbell Hall. 

Article VII

Committees


Section 1. The President shall be informed of the progress of all committees and of the results, if any, taken by any committee. 


Section 2. All standing committees shall keep a record of their meetings and shall make copies available to the secretary. 


Section 3. All officers of the Hall, should they feel it necessary, may create a committee to assist them in their duties, after being approved by the President prior to the creation. 

Article VIII

Amendments


Section 1. This constitution may be amended by a 2/3 majority vote of the voting membership present, provided due notice is posted at least one week before such a vote, which details the amendments proposed. 

Article IX

Ratification


Section 1. This constitution shall be in full effect upon ratification by a 2/3 majority of all voting members present during vote. 

By- Laws of Campbell Hall

Article I

Section 1. 2/3 of the member of the Executive Board shall constitute a quorum of that group. No votes of this body shall be binding without a quorum present. 
Article II

Damages to University and Hall Property 
Section 1. All damage to University and/or Campbell Hall property shall be paid for by those involved in this destruction. In addition to the monetary compensation to the Hall and/or University, the parties involved shall be tarred and feathered. 

Article III

Executive Board Termination


Section 1. All non-paid E-board members can be terminated from their positions after two warnings by the President. There must be a consensus between the President and Vice President for the termination to become effective. 


Section 2. Paid positions, the President and Vice President, can be terminated by a 5/8 majority vote at a hall meeting. Complaints against such positions can be issued to and Resident Advisor or President/Vice President. They are to be issued at minimum one warning before impeachment can go to a vote. 

Article III

Amendments


Section 1. These By-Laws may be amended in the same manner as the Constitution as per Article VIII of the Constitution. 

Article VI

Ratification


Section 1. These By-Laws become effective in the same manner as the Constitution.
