Constitution
Of the
Associated Students of Chrisman Hall
PREAMBLE

We the students of the University of Idaho residing in Chrisman Hall, in order to further our common interests, attain great unity, promote high scholarship, stimulate interest in Hall and University activities, and discharge our responsibilities`, in a business-like manner, do hereby establish this Constitution.
As voted by 2/3 majority, in the annual ratification of this Constitution, the president can skip all sections not applying directly to the constituents of Chrisman Hall or deemed infallible with no need for renewal
Article I

Name and Membership

Section 1. The organization existing under this Constitution shall be known as the Associated Students of Chrisman Hall, hereafter designated as the Association.

Section 2. Membership in the Association shall include all residents of Chrisman Hall who have paid their mandatory hall dues for the current semester. The dues are established as those set forth by the Housing Services Contract.

Section 3. Associate Member status can be attained by former residents of Chrisman Hall, residents of other residence halls, or and University of Idaho student by a two-thirds majority vote of the Executive Board of the Association. Associate member fees will be set by the election board by the second week of the academic year. These fees must be at least equal to the current member fees and cannot exceed double those fees set by the Housing Agreement. Associate members will be allowed to participate in hall events as well as be paid for by hall dues in the case of trips.

Article II

Officers

Section 1. The General Officers of the Association shall be the President, the Vice President, Secretary, Community Service Chair, Intramural Chair, Public Relations Chair, Social Chair, and Outdoor Chair(one boy and one girl).

Section 2. The President and the Vice President must attend all RHA meetings.

Section 3. The other delegated representatives shall attend the meeting correlated to their position.

Section 4. The Executive Board shall consist of the General Officers of the Association. In addition, the Associated Member Contract will be chosen by the executive board to be an ex-officio member of said executive board. 

Article III

Elections

Section 1. The President and the Vice President of the Association shall be elected at least two and not more than six weeks prior to the close of each year and shall take office at the beginning of each fall semester. All other officers shall be elected within two weeks from the date of the first meeting of the Association each academic year.

Section 2. Eligibility for holding an elective office in the Association shall be:

 All General Officers shall reside in and shall be in continuous residence of Chrisman Hall during their tenure in office.

All General Officers shall be in Good academic standing.

The President and Vice President shall both be full time student (12 credits).

All other officers shall only be nominated and duly elected by the Association 

Section 3. Should any elected officer of the Association become unable to discharge the duties of that office, the Executive Board shall declare that position vacant. This position shall be filled by the nominations from the floor, and be elected by a majority vote of the members present at the next duly called meeting of the Association.

Section 4. Shall the office of the President become vacant, the Vice President shall assume office, and a new Vice President shall be elected as stated in Article III, Section 3.

Section 5. Any member of the Association wishing to become a nominee for an elected office shall be nominated from the floor of a duty called meeting of shall submit a petition in writing to the President within 24 hours of the valid meeting.

Section 6. Voting shall be carried by a majority of the Association in the attendance unless otherwise called for. Voting shall then be by secret ballot at both the Resident Assistants rooms beginning at the time that the ballots are passed out, and terminating 24 hours later. Results of the election shall be posted within one hours of the termination of the elections. 

Article IV

Duties of the Officers

Section 1. Duties of the General Officers shall be:

Be example, encourage a high moral academic standard among members of the association.

Be a voting member of the Executive Board.

Attend all hall meetings or have a prior excuse

Help attain order at the meetings

In addition to the duties assigned for each office as stated in the following sections.

Section 2. The President Shall:

Must attend all Area Council meetings, with the exception of two per semester, or their compensations shall be revoked. If a third meeting is missed without a hall representation, the hall president shall lose the granted compensation and/or will be removed from the office at the discretion of the RHA Council.

In a hall president’s absence, the Vice President, or a representative from the respective hall, shall have voting power in the Area Council and act as a representative for the hall’s president. Two absences with substitute representation are allowed per semester. Any absences with substitute representation above and beyond the two allowed in this clause counts against the representative as stated in Item A. 

Serve as Chairperson of their respective Hall Council meetings.   

Section 3. The Vice President:

At his or her discretion, assume the duties of the Hall President during the Hall President’s absence and shall succeed to the presidency upon the death, resignation, disability or ineligibility of the Hall President.

Serve as a treasurer for their respective hall. 

Serve on the RHA Finance Committee.

Section 4. The Secretary shall:

Take, record, and post the minutes at hall meetings.

Provide a hall roster

Write any needed amendments to the Constitution

Keep a list of all association members and officers

Post notification of all hall meetings at least 24 hours prior

Section 5. Community Service Chair:

In charge of attending RHA Community Service Coordinator Committee meetings every week and report information back to the hall meeting.

In charge of keeping up to date with community service opportunities on or off campus and creating at least one community service event for their hall per semester.

Section 6. Intramural Chair:

In charge of getting the hall involved in campus intramural sports.

In charge of creating and captaining teams for the hall or helping others do so in the event that they are not able to.

Section 7. Public Relations Chair:

In charge of attending the RHA Marketing and Communications Coordinator Committee meeting every week encouraging their halls to submit articles to the Graffiti and OTMs (Of the Months).

Holds the responsibility of the hall website upkeep.

Section 8. Social Chair:

In charge of attending the RHA Events Coordinator Committee meeting every week and reporting back to the hall.

In charge of creating events for the hall, creating events for the hall, creating events with other halls and representing their hall at Homecoming meetings. 

Section 9. Outdoor Chair:

In charge of creating all outdoor programs for the hall

In charge of planning and implementing the programs and creating and maintaing outdoor committees.

In the event posts are not filled by the context of the Constitution the posts can be filled voluntarily by the request of any individual of Chrisman Hall. There power will be effective until the end of the event being run.

At any point a resident holds a position they may be requested at any point to facilitate a task for the president, within reason. 

Article V

Executive Board

Section 1. The Executive Board shall be the governing body of the Association

Section 2. The President shall be the chairman of the Board.

Section 3. The Executive Board shall prior to every regular hall meeting to prepare the order of business for the hall meeting. In addition, any planning shall be conducted during the Executive Board.

Sections 4. The Executive Board shall approve or reject al appointments to committees made by the President, and shall be empowered to remove any committee member or chairman by a two-thirds vote.

Section 5. The Executive Board and/or committee shall be responsible for interpretation and review of the constitution and By-Laws as needed.

Article VI

Meetings

Section 1. Meetings may be called at the discretion of the President of the Association, or upon petition of ten percent of the member of the Association.

Section 2. Notice of all meetings shall be posted in both halls at least 24 hours in advance.

Section 3. Minutes of hall meeting will be posted and all hall members shall be responsible of all pertinent information within.

Article VII

Recall 

Section 1. To recall an elected officer, a petition with the signatures of twenty Association members with the charges attached shall be presented to the Executive Board.

Section 2. A two-thirds vote of the Association shall be required to recall an elected officer.

Section 3. A special meeting of the Association shall be called as early as the Executive Board deems possible.

Section 4. Recall proceedings shall be as follows:

A member of the Association shall be chosen as prosecutor by a majority of those signing the petition.

The defendant shall act in his/her own defense.

The President shall preside in all recall proceedings except upon the recall of the President whereby the Vice President shall preside.

Article IX

Amendments

Section 1. This constitution may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the attendance at a regular hall meeting, with a minimum attendance of one-thirds of the Association. The proposed amendment shall be introduced and discussed at a regular hall meeting and shall be posted in final draft form not two days after the meeting. The amendment shall be discussed and voted upon at the next regular hall meeting.

Section 2  For the sake of fairness only people present at hall meetings vote will count, and their vote will be final. In order to attend events planned by event coordinators a person must be present at one of the previous hall meetings. 

Article X

Ratification

Section 1. This Constitution shall be in full effect upon ratification by a two-thirds vote of the members in attendance.

Section 2. This must be done each year by the second regular hall meeting.

Section 3. This constitution shall be posted at least two days in advance of ratification.
